It is in
this context that this journal, MOCAMBIQUE GEODIVERSO — MOZGEO, emerges as a space for
international scientific publication, converging experiences, knowledge and solutions for sustainable
economic, social, cultural and environmental development.

MOZGEOQO is a Mozambican journal with international coverage of studies on physical, human,
economic and social geography, and the environment in general, to understand human-earth relations
and promote sustainable development. MOZGEO belongs to the Faculty of Earth and Environmental
Sciences (FCTA), of the Pedagogical University of Maputo (UPM), and its mission is to disseminate
scientific knowledge in the area of geographic, physical, human, social, geosciences and environmental
sciences, of interdisciplinary interest and of national and foreign higher education institutions, national
and international research.
